Altar Servers

1. How old does a child have to be to become an altar server?
A child should be in 4th grade to serve at weekday (school) Masses. A child needs to be in 4th grade and a member of Sacred Heart Cathedral Parish to serve at weekend Masses.
2. How does a child sign up to be an altar server?

          September 24,  Saturday  -  10:30am – 12noon
Once trained, a child is automatically placed on the schedule unless he or she requests not to be.  A schedule will be e-mailed to you and it is up to you to find a substitute if your child is unable to serve on the day they are scheduled.  (A substitute list will be sent to you with the schedule). 
The schedule is always posted in the Sacristy. You can also download it from www.shcathedral.org.  Scheduled servers are expected to arrive approximately 20 minutes prior to Mass and to assist the presiding priest in preparing for Mass. 
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Father Randy Stice will provide the training.
